 PTA was constituted as per norms on dated 8
th

 October, 2023 for Session 2023-24.  

 PTA is very supportive and has been involved in many constructive activities for 

students during the session 2023-24. 

 The PTA contributes in the various Academic and Non-Academic activities of the 

college and in this regard decisions have been taken in PTA Executive meetings. 

During the session 2023-24, PTA executive in the meetings decided that a new app 

will be developed or helpline number will be provided to the parents so that the 

students and their parents can register their complaints immediately. It was also 

discussed in the meeting that the condition of toilets is very bad, so the necessary civil 

work will be initiated after completing all the codal formalities. The third meeting of 

PTA was organised on 6
th

 November, 2023. The major decisions that were taken in 

the meeting were: to construct a toilet pit outside the college canteen; to open an 

HPMC juice corner in the campus; to construct a hall on college canteen; to pass the 

bills of employees deployed on PTA basis in executive. The next meeting of PTA 

was held on 29
th

 February, 2024. Following are the major decisions taken/proposed: 

to procure estimate for sewage pipe for the toilets near to canteen; to provide funds 

for green audit of the college; to help disabled and orphan students; the prizes of Rs. 

2100 and  Rs. 3100 will be given to college and university topper students. The fifth 

and last meeting of the session was held on 15
th

 June, 2024. The following 

decisions/resolutions were passed in the meeting: to provide a sum of Rs. 1,30000 for 

the green audit of the college; to provide 20000 to 25000 for the iron grills for the 

toilets situated near to e-library of the college; to provide Rs. 55440 for the college 

magazine;  sanctioned a sum of Rs. 5000 for an orphan student of the college; to 

increase the PTA fund from Rs. 200 to Rs. 400 from the next session (2024-25); to 

spend Rs. 10000 for the iron base for water cooler near the glass gate of the college. 
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
